The 
Employment Security Department’s (ESD) system will “time 
out” after a short period if you pause to find information. 
You’ll need your: 

• Social Security number

• Current work history for the last 18 months. (All 
employer names, addresses, and  
start/end dates.)

Visit Employment Security’s website at www.esd.wa.gov  
and select Unemployment benefits. Then, select Apply 
online to go to eServices to sign in or create your account. 
Best of all, eServices is available 24 hours a day, seven 
days a week.
